BACKGROUND


     INFORMATION:
Each Local Workforce Investment Board (LWIB) was required to   submit a two year extension to its five year Workforce Investment Act Plan, which included administrative and program procedures for Program Year 2005.  For Program Year 2006, each local LWIB is required to submit a modification to your plan.  This modification will only consist of two Signature Sheets and a program narrative.


As you know, the final state allocations from U.S. DOL will be delayed until after July 1, 2006 to allow recalculation of ASU data.  We have received PY 2006 planning estimates and we will provide each of you with local planning estimates, based on 90% hold harmless calculations.  When revised ASU data is received, full formula allocations for the Adult and Youth programs will be calculated and eligible local areas will receive their remaining formula funds.

WIA PY 2006 Planning Guidelines
I. Signature Sheets

LWIBs must submit two original WIA Signature Sheets along with a program narrative for your initial PY 2006 planning estimate formula allocation. (attached)  No concurrence sheets are needed.   Your PY 2006 funds will be assigned a separate grant number in your WIA grant agreement. You will be provided with revised allocations when they become available. 

II. General Program Narrative

Your program narrative should indicate any changes to your grant. If there are no changes, please state this in the narrative.  Please review your program activities and administrative procedures to ensure that you are operating all programs in accordance with federal and state rules and regulations.  Particular attention should be paid to your MOUs, fiscal and program operations in order to avoid any monitoring or audit problems.  Where applicable, submit any revised sections of your grant along with the Signature Sheets and program narrative.

III. Formula Allocations

Because of the problems associated with the ASU data, you will receive a planning estimate for your youth programs. Once the final allocations are available, you will receive your final allocations with an effective date of April 1, 2006.  If you would like to request your Youth funds immediately, please submit two original WIA Signature Sheets along with a program narrative for these funds no later than May 31, 2006.  If your youth funds are not needed immediately, you may request your planning estimate for your youth funds with your adult and dislocated planning allocations. 

Your initial PY 2006 planning allocations are available effective July 1, 2006.  Please submit two original WIA Signature Sheets along with a program narrative for these funds no later than May 31, 2006.  The remaining Adult, Youth and Dislocated formula allocations will be available at a later date.  When these funds become available, they will be modified into your grant at that time.
