INFORMATION: 
In order to report all TAA Participant Activities correctly, we are looking for the most efficient ways to secure data on all the services provided TAA Participants.  As part of this process changes are being made to the Maryland Workforce Exchange to properly track TAA Participants.  Also, we have been looking into clearance from the U.S. Department of Labor concerning revision of our TAA Dual Enrollment Policy.  Originally, we had determined TAA Eligible designation with the use of the certified Trade Petition Number was sufficient for tracking any trade impacted worker in MWE.  However, the Trade Petition Number does not track all the way through the system unless the participant is registered as a TAA Participant.  With this data retrieval issue, MWE will continue to under report TAA Activity. 

ACTION TO

BE TAKEN:
In order to eliminate under reporting in the Trade 563 and TAPR Reports the State Dislocation Services Unit is making a change to the Dual Enrollment Policy as follows:  

TAA Enrollment Requirement – 

TAA Participants registered for services in WIA Formula, Rapid Response and National Emergency Grant (NEG) are to be registered as TAA Participants.  This registration includes TAA Participants receiving all their employment transition services, as well as, Training Services through another funding source.  Note when registering a TAA Participant with their Trade Petition Number use the Five Numerical Characters Only.
