SUBJECT:               WIFI 03-08; USDOL Training & Employment Guidance Letter (TEGL) 11-07, Change 1; Foreign Labor Certification; State Workforce Agency responsibilities concerning the verification of employment authorization for U.S. workers applying for job openings associated with applications for foreign labor certification
BACKGROUND:
On December 18 and 19, 2008 the final rules for temporary Foreign Labor Certification (FLC) for farm (H2-A Visa) and non-farm (H2-B Visa) were published. These regulations placed the responsibility of verification of employment authorization (United States Citizenship & Immigration form I-9), of US workers applying for jobs associated with FLC applications, on the State Workforce Agency.
ACTION TO BE 

TAKEN:
August 28, 2009, the United States Department of Labor rescinded TEGL 11-07, Change 1 and therefore, the associated WIFI 03-08 is rescinded.  Procedures for filing temporary FLC for non-farm applications remain in place.  A Notice of Proposed Rule Making for processing form (H2A) has been published in the federal register. The State Workforce Agency is no longer responsible for verification of employment authorizations (USCIS-I-9) for farm or non-farm job openings.
