INFORMATION:
For Program Year 2000 each Local Workforce Investment Board  (LWIB) submitted their WIA local comprehensive Workforce Investment Act Five-Year Plan, which included administrative and program procedures.  For PY2001 and PY 2002 the LWIBs were required to submit a modification to the Five-Year Plan, which only included the Signature Sheets and the program narrative.    For PY, 2003 the LWIBs are required to submit another modification to their five-year plan using the same procedures required for PY’01 and PY 02.  The modification is due to our office no later than May 15, 2003.

  WIA PY 2003 Planning Guidelines

I. Signature Sheets

The LWIBs must submit two original WIA Signature Sheets along with a program narrative for your initial PY 2003 formula and statewide allocation. (attached) The Signature Sheet should be completed with your initial allocations.  No concurrence sheets are needed.   Your PY 2003 funds will have a separate Signature Sheet and grant number in your WIA grant agreement.   

II. General Program Narrative

Your program narrative should indicate any changes to your grant.  If there are no changes, please state this in the narrative.  Local LWIBs are required to review your program activities and administrative procedures to ensure that you are operating all programs in accordance with the procedures outlined in your grant.  Please pay particular attention to your MOUs, fiscal and program operations in order to avoid any monitoring or audit problems.  Where applicable, submit any revised sections of your grant along with the Signature Sheets and program narrative.

III. Formula Allocations

Your PY’03 youth allocations are available immediately with an effective date of April 1,  2003.  If you would like to request your Youth funds immediately, please submit two original WIA Signature Sheets along with a program narrative for these funds no later than April 30, 2003.              

Your initial PY’03 Adult and Dislocated formula allocations are available and effective July 1, 2003.  The remaining Adult and Dislocated formula allocations will be available on October 1, 2003 and will be modified into your grant at that time.  Two original WIA Signature Sheets and a program narrative should be submitted to our office no later than September 15, 2003.

IV. Statewide Allocations

In prior years the Statewide Youth subsidy was included in the formula allocation totals.  Beginning with PY 2003 these funds will be placed in a separate WIA grant agreement.  Please submit two original WIA Signature Sheets along with a program narrative for these funds.  The Statewide grants are comprised of 10% administration, and 90% program funds and are subject to the same obligation and expenditure requirements as the formula grants.  If any of the statewide program funds are not expended, corresponding administration funds must be returned to the State.
