	Procedures:

· Motivation: 
(Introduction that creates learner interest for the lesson)

· Presentation:  
(Introduction of the competency, language standards and other skills)

· Practice:  

(Learners use the new language through controlled activities)
· Application: 

(Learners use the new language for their own real reasons)
· Evaluation: 
(Activity that aligns with the objectives to determine learner progress)


	Agenda and objective for today are posted on the board

Motivation:
Warm up:  What is volunteerism?  Teacher elicits responses.  What types of volunteer opportunities are you familiar with?   Why do people volunteer? 

Teacher gives some cultural background on volunteering in the United States. Teacher elicits information on volunteer culture in students’ native country.

Presentation: 

Teacher presents an overhead of a volunteer opportunity as is presented on http://www.1-800-volunteer.org/1800Vol/chesapeakecollege Students will have a hand out of the same sheet.

Explains how to find these volunteer opportunities on the computer.

Presents the information in the different squares: What, When, Where, Who & How.

Reviews the concept of asking and answering questions using what, when, where, who and how and expression of likes and dislikes. Demonstrates how to use these concepts to complete the volunteer opportunities worksheets.

Students will identify new vocabulary words and write these on the board. As a class words will be clarified using context clues. Pronunciation will be practiced.

Practice:

Students will work in pairs to find and select two volunteer opportunities and print the results.

On each of these opportunities students will answer  what, when, where, who and how questions on the worksheet.

Students then will look at the answers and evaluate the choices by using sentences that express likes and dislikes.

Application/ Evaluation

Students will make a choice between the two volunteer opportunities and present their choice to the class including their motivation for their choice.

Learners will record in journal what they have learned today.
