CALL TO ORDER:
Angela Cornish, Chairperson, called the regular meeting to the State Board of Master Electricians to order at 10:00 p.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:
The minutes of the business meeting of the Board held February 26, 2008 were approved as    written.  The minutes of the executive session held February 26, 2008 were approved with corrections.  Motion (I) was made by Mr. Berg, seconded by Mr. Bostic and unanimously carried by the Board that the minutes of the Business meeting be approved with corrections.  

OLD BUSINESS:  Update on list of electricians in Allegany and Garrett Counties:
Jack Lesho, Director advised the Board that the request of the list of active master electricians in Allegany and Garrett Counties has been submitted and should be available at the April Board meeting. 
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Update on PSI Examination Services:

Mr. Lesho advised the members that PSI  Examination Services will be visiting this office in April to discuss any concerns the Board may have.
NEW BUSINESS:  Correspondence  Allegany County  Garrett County
An individual has submitted an e-mail stating that Allegany County does not have a licensing Board and requested information as to what needs to be done to get one started.  Mr. Lesho responded, suggesting that the individual contact the County Attorney to ask for a meeting along with other fellow electrical contractors in the area to share concerns about establishing a local Board.  Counsel pointed out that though the State Board may not be able to force a local jurisdiction to establish a local Board, the State Board believes legislation intended that local jurisdictions without a local regulatory body will have some method to enforce the mandate of the law (see Bus. Occ. & Prof..Art., § 6-301), through permits and inspections (see Bus. Occ. & Prof. Art., § 6-603), that individuals providing electrical services within that jurisdiction hold a State license.
Mr. Lesho also stated that a contractor in Garrett County is currently trying to establish a permitting process where a State licensed master electrician would need to obtain a permit to perform electrical work.  It is hopeful that this process could start in June. 
Mr. Lesho has requested from the Information Technology Department a list of all State licensed master electricians in Allegany and Garrett Counties.  Mr. Bowers has considered helping the licensed electrical contractors in forming an Electrical Board in those counties.  Motion (II) was made by Mr. Berg, seconded by Mr. Mancini to table this matter until next months meeting.

CONVICTIONS:

An individual has applied through reciprocity from another State and answered “yes” to a conduct question.

An individual has applied to take the master electrician’s license examination and answered “yes” to a conduct question.

An individual has applied to take the master electrician’s license and answered “yes” to a conduct question has submitted additional information as requested by the Board.

An expired licensee has applied to renew his State license and answered “yes” to a conduct question.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:  
Motion (III) was made by Mr. Berg, seconded by Mr. Brown and unanimously carried by the State Board of Master Electrician’s to go into Executive Session at 10:30 a.m. in the 3rd floor conference room, 500 N. Calvert Street, Baltimore, Maryland 21202-3561.  This meeting was permitted to be closed pursuant to State Government Article, Annotated Code of Maryland § 10-508 (a) (8).  The purpose of the session was to consult with Counsel concerning material pertaining to applicants for licensure.  
CONVICTIONS:
The Board reviewed the documentation pertaining to criminal history submitted by an individual applying through reciprocity from another State, as requested by the Board, in reference to the applicant’s prior conviction.  Motion (IV) was made by Mr. Berg, seconded by Mr.  Bowers and unanimously carried by the Board to allow the individual to apply through reciprocity to obtain a State master electrician’s license.

The Board reviewed the documentation pertaining to criminal history submitted by an individual applying to take the master electrician’s license examination, as requested by the Board, in reference to the applicant’s prior conviction.  Motion (V) was made by Mr. Bostic, seconded by Mr. Mancini to allow the individual to take the Master Electrician Examination provided he meets the statutory experience requirement. 

The Board reviewed the documentation pertaining to criminal history submitted by an individual applying to take the master electrician’s license examination, as requested by the Board, in reference to the applicant’s prior conviction.  Motion (VI) was made by Mr. Brown, seconded by Mr. Berg and unanimously carried by the Board to allow the individual to take the Master Electrician Examination, provided he meets the statutory experience requirement.

The Board reviewed the documentation pertaining to criminal history submitted by an individual applying to renew his State master electrician’s license, as requested by the Board, in reference to the applicant’s prior conviction.  Motion (VII) was made by Mr. Brown, seconded by Mr. Bostic and unanimously carried by the Board to allow the individual to renew his State master electrician’s license.

Motion (VIII) was made by Mr. Berg, seconded by Mr. Bowers and unanimously carried by the Board to return to the public meeting.   
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Motion (IX) was made by Mr. Berg, seconded by Mr.  Brown and unanimously carried by the Board to accept the findings in the Executive Session.

STATISTICS:
Chairperson, Cornish reviewed with the Board statistics submitted by PSI for the month of February 2008, on the percentage of candidates taking the license examination for the first time and repeat examination candidates.
APPLICATION SUBMITTED BY PSI:
PSI submitted 17 applications from individuals to take the State Master Electrician’s license examination.

The Board approved 9 applications to take the State master electrician’ license examination. 

The Board denied 2 applications to take the State master electrician’s license examination.
The Board placed in pending 6 applications to take the State master electrician’s examination.
