CALL TO ORDER:

James Johnson, Chairman, called the regular meeting to the State Board of Master Electricians to order at 10:00 a.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

The minutes of the Business Meeting of Board held October 23, 2007, were approved without corrections.  The minutes of the Executive Session held October 23, 2007 were approved as written.  Motion (I) was made by Ms. Wooleyhand, seconded by Mr. Bowers and unanimously carried by the Board that the minutes of the Business Meeting be approved.

 COMPLAINT COMMITTEE REPORT:

Mr. Heilig reported to the Board the number of complaints reviewed at the November 27, 2007 Complaint Committee Meeting.
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Complaint 15 ELEC- 07 was determined that the complaint be opened for additional information.

Complaint ELEC-0014 was determined that the complaint be closed.

Complaint ELEC-0015 was determined that the complaint be closed.

Motion (II) was made by Mr. Bostic, seconded by Mr. Bowers and unanimously carried by the Board to accept the findings in the complaint committee.

NEW BUSINESS:  Correspondence:

An individual has submitted a letter regarding existing electric service in a house built around 1930.  After reviewing the request to clarify certain regulations the Board has requested that this office  send  a letter advising the individual to contact the local jurisdictions where work is being performed for the rules and regulations for those homes in that particular area.
MUELEC MEETING: 
Mr. Johnson advised the Board of topics discussed at the MUELEC meeting held November 15, 2007.  The ADHOC Committee is in the process of creating the 2008 test bank questions.  Chairman, Johnson has asked for volunteers to assist the ADHOC Committee.  Mr. Bowers, Mr. Brown and Ms. Cornish have volunteered to assist the committee.  Motion (III) was made by Mr. Bostic, seconded by Mr. Heilig to submit a letter to the ADHOC Committee.

Calvert Street, Baltimore, Maryland 21202-3651.  This meeting was permitted to be closed pursuant to State Government Article, Annotated Code of Maryland, § 10-508 (a) (8).  The purpose of the session was to consult with Counsel concerning material pertaining to applicants for licensure. 
CONVICTIONS:
The Board reviewed the documentation prior to criminal history submitted by the licensee applying to renew his license, as requested by the Board, in reference to the applicant’s prior conviction.  Motion (V) was made by Mr. Bostic, seconded by Mr. Brown and unanimously carried by the Board to allow the licensee to renew his license.
The Board reviewed the documentation prior to criminal history submitted by the individual applying to take the master electrician’s examination, as requested by the Board, in reference to the applicant’s prior conviction.  Motion (VI) was made by Ms. Cornish, seconded by Mr. Brown and unanimously carried by the Board to allow the individual to take the master electrician’s provided he meets the statutory experience requirement.
The Board reviewed the documentation prior to criminal history submitted by the individual applying to take the master electrician’s examination, as requested by the Board, in reference to the applicant’s prior conviction.  Motion (VII) was made by Mr. Brown, seconded by Ms. Wooleyhand and unanimously carried by the Board to allow the individual to take the master electrician’s examination provided he meets the statutory experience.
The Board reviewed additional documentation prior to criminal history submitted by the licensee applying to change the status of his State license. as requested by the Board, in reference to the applicant’s prior conviction.  Motion (VIII) was made by Ms. Cornish, seconded by Mr. Brown and unanimously carried to allow the license to change the status of his license.

Motion (IX) was made by Mr. Brown, seconded by Mr. Heilig and unanimously carried by the Board return to the public meeting.

Motion (X) was made by Ms. Wooleyhand, seconded by Mr. Bostic and unanimously carried by the Board to accept the findings in the executive session.
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HEARING:
An individual whose examination application has been denied at the July 23, 2007 Board meeting for failure to satisfy the statutory requirement of 7 years of work experience has requested a hearing to appear before the Board to discuss his work experience.  The Board has agreed to schedule a hearing on Tuesday, February 26, 2008 at 10:30 a.m.

PSI, Testing Contractor:  
Mr. Lesho, Executive Director discussed with the members referencing the examination questions as other Board has concerns.  This Boards concerns are if the testing contractor has dropped any questions this office should be made aware.  
STATISTICS:

Chairman, Johnson reviewed with the Board members statistics submitted by PSI for the month of October 2007 on the percentages of candidates taking the license examination for the first time and repeat examination candidates.

APLICATIONS SUBMITTED BY PSI:

PSI submitted 10 applications to take the State master electrician’s license examination.

The Board approved 5 applications for  individuals to take the master electrician’s license examination.  

The Board denied 4 applications for individuals to take the master electrician’s license examination.

The Board placed in pending 1 application for an individual to take the master electrician’s examination.

Motion (XI) was made by Heilig, seconded by Ms. Cornish and unanimously carried by the Board to adjourn the meeting at 12:15 p.m.
