CALL TO ORDER:

Mr.   Mosley called the meeting to order at 10:10 a.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Motion (I) was made by Martin Walker, seconded by Ken Reichard, and unanimously carried by the Board, to approve the Minutes of the July 22, 2002,  meeting as submitted.

ADMINISTRATIVE ISSUES:

Harry Loleas advised the Board that at present approximately 450 applications have been received.  Most applicants filed under Option 1.  It is suggested that the staff be allowed to review Option 1 and Option 2 applications and submit them to the Board for approval at a meeting.  The applications will be reviewed, and a roster will be presented to the Board. Also, a random check of certificates will be preformed by staff.  A motion (II) was made by Mike Warfield and second by Ed Hord to allow the staff to review  Option 1 and 2 applications, provided that NEIEP certificates are attached. 

A motion  (III) was made to establish an Application Review Committee, comprised of Sonny  Yeatman, Mr. Warfield, and Debra Wylie to consider applications that require special decision-making, and then to report to the Board. 

The following process has been implemented:

· Applications received in office.

· Applications reviewed and approved or marked by staff.

· Applications presented to the Application Review Committee for consideration.

· Report submitted to the Board.

Nancy Erwin advised the Board that of the 450 applications received, some have indicated that they had been convicted of a criminal offence.  These applicants must present a true test copy of the incident, which will then be considered by the Committee or the Board for review, as appropriate under law.

LEGISLATION:  

Mr. Loleas appeared before the Board to discuss legislation.  He commenced by stating that funding for the Board and its licensing was not approved for FY 2003.  The Department is currently trying to move this Board and eighteen other boards and commissions into “special funds”; this request has been resubmitted as part of 2004 legislation. 

Nancy Erwin informed the Board that many individuals have expressed interest in being involved with the study group on restoration and renovation, which will be presided over by Nancy Howard.  All known interested parties will be informed of any meetings or discussions. Locations and dates will be announced as appropriate.  

Executive Session:

It was moved (IV) by Ms. Wylie seconded by Mr.Hord and unanimously carried to go into Executive Session at 10:35 a.m. in the 2nd Floor Conference Room, 500 N. Calvert Street, Baltimore, Maryland 21202.  The purpose of this session was to consult with counsel.  This session was permitted to be closed pursuant to State Government Title Section 10-508(a)(7). Upon completion of the session, the Board reconvened their public meeting  at 11:25 a.m.

NEW BUSINESS:

Mr. Yeatman advised the Board that a CEP program has been developed by the Elevator Industry, and distributed copies for their information.
