OLD BUSINESS: Complaint Notice
The Board reviewed the draft letter for Notice of Violation regarding complaints against individuals not properly licensed to operate boiler equipment and requested several changes be made to the draft.  

Reciprocity:
The members are continuing to collect data regarding reciprocity with other States that have equivalent experience, rules and regulations.
Frequently asked Questions:
Mr. Smitson reviewed with the Board the answers to the Frequently Asked Questions.  Motion (III) was made by Mr. McLeod, seconded by Mr. Restivo and unanimously carried by the Board to accept the FAQ’s with 1 correction.  Mr. Smitson advised the members that this information will be published on the website.
Computerized Monitoring System:

Counsel Kinstler submitted to the Board the regulations regarding the computerized monitoring system which was effective December 27, 2010. That information is available at www.dsd.state.md.us.  09.17.02.22.htm – 09.17.02.9999 htm.
NEW BUSINESS:

The Board discussed meeting with the Boiler Rules Committee Board to discuss boilers, policies, technical data, legislation and comparison of the laws and regulations of each Board.  Mr. Johnston Sunset Review Analyst is also the Analyst for the Labor and Industry Boiler Rules Committee.  

Public Notice: 
The Board discussed the need to educate each licensee of the stationary engineers’ requirements, pursuant to (Maryland Code Annotated, Business Occupations and Professions Article Sections, §6.5-101 - §6.5-102). 
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Mr. Smitson agreed to draft the letter for the Board’s review at the July meeting and suggested that this information be submitted with each renewal application regarding the necessary requirements for each licensee.

LEGISLATIVE EVALUATION:
The State Board of Stationary Engineer’ “Board” is due for a preliminary evaluation.  Mr. Johnston will contact Board members, Industry members, and staff regarding meeting minutes, expenditures, revenue, licensees and complaints.  The evaluation results will be reported to the Legislative Policy Committee (LPC) by this fall regarding how the Stationary Engineer’s Board operates and the safety issues.  

APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAM:
The Board discussed an apprenticeship program and that a Maryland State Stationary Engineer’s apprenticeship program is not available at this time.  Industry members would be needed to initially establish an apprentice program.

BOARD REMARKS:

Members are encouraged with the website moving forward, PSI improvements and the accomplishments that have been made.

Boilers Locations: 

The Board addressed boilers locations, pressure vessels and the number of boilers operating in the State. This matter was tabled until the next meeting regarding a list of boiler locations that have power boilers which may require stationary engineer’s licenses.
