Old Business
a. Temporary Licenses

National Association of State Contractors Licensing Agencies   The Executive Director reported that the National Association of State Contractor Licensing Agencies studied this matter. Twenty-two reported temporary licenses are not issued to contractors. During the 1999 Legislative Session the Legislature repealed Sec. 8-304, which gave the Commission authority to issue temporary licenses.  As a result of its discussion of the issue, the Commission does not believe that temporary licenses should be reinstated in the law.
