Guaranty Fund 

The Guaranty Fund balance for May 31, 2010 is $845,056.12.    

Sheri Henderson reported to the Commission that she and Michael Miller, Investigator with the MHIC are going through cases that have been sent to CCU and that have a bond.  They pulled a total of 18 cases and sent 18 letters to the bonding company to possibly retrieve money for the Guaranty Fund.  
Joel Jacobson reported to the Commission that the 3 year statute of limitations doesn’t apply to the state.  The bonds for the MHIC are written for a two year licensing period.  If a violation occurs after the bond expired nothing can be done to retrieve monies from the bonding company.  If the violation occurs while the bond is in force then there is basically no statute of limitations and the Commission can retrieve the money paid out by the Guaranty Fund.
