Approval of Minutes

The minutes of the business meeting held on June 10, 2008 were approved as distributed.  The minutes of the executive session held on June 10, 2008 were approved as distributed.  Motion (I) was made by Commissioner Brauning and seconded by Commissioner McAdams that the minutes of the business meeting be approved as distributed.  This motion passed by a unanimous decision.  Motion (II) was made by Commissioner Brauning and seconded by Commissioner McAdams that the minutes of the executive session be approved as distributed.  This motion passed by a unanimous decision. 
Executive Session

Motion (III) was made by Commissioner Brauning and seconded by Commissioner Grewell, and unanimously carried that the members of the State Commission of Real Estate Appraisers and Home Inspectors go into executive session at 10:45 a.m., in the 2nd floor conference room, 500 N. Calvert Street, Baltimore, MD 21202.  The purpose of the meeting was to receive advice of counsel.  The meeting was permitted to be closed pursuant to State Government Article, Annotated Code of Maryland, § 10-508(7). 
The Commission reconvened its regular meeting at 11:35 a.m.  Motion (IV) was made by Commissioner Murphy, seconded by Commissioner Grewell, and unanimously carried that the Commission accept the decisions rendered in Executive Session.   

Education/Application Real Estate Appraiser Committee Report  

Commissioner McAdams reported that the Appraiser Education/Application Committee met on this date and reviewed and approved 15 courses.  Motion (V) was made by Commissioner Thomas Murphy, seconded by Commissioner Grewell, and unanimously carried that the Commission accept the recommendations of the Real Estate Appraisers Education Committee.

Real Estate Appraiser Complaint Committee Report

Motion (VI) was made by Commissioner Grewell and seconded by Commissioner Thomas Murphy that the Commission accept the report and recommendations of the Complaint Committee.  This motion passed by a unanimous decision.

Home Inspector Complaints

Commissioner Grewell reported to the Commission that the Complaint Committee met prior to the public meeting and reviewed six home inspector complaints. 

The Complaint Committee met prior to the public meeting in Executive Session, pursuant to State Government Article, Annotated Code of Maryland, §10-508(a)(7), to receive advice of counsel regarding the above mentioned matters.  Motion VII was made by Commissioner Lansey and seconded by Commissioner McAdams that the Commission accept the report and recommendations of the Complaint Committee.  This motion passed by a unanimous decision.
Final Action COMAR 09.19.05.01 Code of Ethics
Administrator Schott reported that the Commission can take Final Action of Regulation .01 under COMAR 09.19.05 Code of Ethics.  She advised that Notice of Proposed Action was published in the June 30, 2008 edition of the Maryland Register and sufficient time had passed for the Commission to take final action on the regulation and there were no comments received.  Motion VIII was made by Commissioner Murphy, seconded by Commissioner McAdams and unanimously carried that the Commission take Final Action on Regulation .01, under COMAR 09.19.05 Code of Ethics.
New Business

Transaction Value

Commissioner Patrick Murphy proposed that the Commission promulgate a regulation to define transaction value.  He proposed that transaction value be defined as the estimated value of the property as opposed to the mortgage or loan amount.  Motion IX was made by Commissioner Patrick Murphy, seconded by Commissioner McAdams and unanimously carried that the Commission adopt a definition that defines transaction value as the estimated value of property and not the loan amount. AAG Kinstler advised that she will prepare the language for a regulation to define transaction value to be presented at the next meeting.

Continuing Education Audits

Commissioner Patrick Murphy proposed that the Commission promulgate a regulation that would allow the Commission to suspend the license of an appraiser who did not respond to the Commission’s audit request for evidence of their having completed the prescribed continuing education.  Motion X was made by Commissioner Framm, seconded by Commissioner Murphy and unanimously carried that the Commission promulgate a regulation that would adopt a process for notifying a licensee or certificate holder that he or she must provide documentation of required continuing education hours after an audit or be subject to a suspension of a license or certificate if an appraiser fails to comply with the continuing education requirements.  The process would include notification by the Commission to an appraiser of the audit, and providing 30-day period within which the licensee or certificate holder could submit documentation or verification of having completed the required continuing education that the individual had attested to having completed.  If the licensee or certificate holder fails to documentation completion of the continuing education within the 30 days, the Commission would then notify the appraiser that he or she would have 30 days within which to show cause why his or her license r certificate should not be suspended for failure to comply with the continuing education requirements.  
Scope of Work

Administrator Schott reported that under the 2008 Criteria, the Scope of Work for appraiser has been amended.  She reported that the scope of work for licensed and certified appraisers was amended.  Under the new criteria, licensed or certified residential appraisers can no longer appraise commercial property. Under the previous criteria, both a licensed and certified residential were permitted to appraise commercial property with a transaction value of less than $250,000.  The new criterion defines a scope of practice for appraiser trainees, which authorizes an appraiser trainee to appraise those properties which their supervising appraiser is permitted to appraise.  Ms. Schott will provide the Commission with the new criteria at their next meeting for further discussion.
Assistant Attorney General's Report


Assistant Attorney General Kinstler reported that there are several items to discuss in executive session.
Executive Director’s Report

Executive Director reported that a proposed contract will be sent to qualified educational providers to be considered for administering the national home inspector examination or its equivalent.

FORMAL HEARING 08-HI-33, MCREAHI v. Brian Henley 

A license denial hearing was heard in the matter of MCREAHI v. Brian Hensley.  The hearing was heard before the full Commission for the purpose of allowing Brian Hensley the opportunity to offer supplementation information and testimony for the Commission’s consideration.
